A Are made up of units called cell(s)

A Obtain and use energy for chemical reactions (called metabolism)

A Pass on hereditary information during reproduction

A Maintain a stable internal environment (called homeostasis)







Made up of Cells

A Unicellular = 1 celled
A Multicellular = many celled




Obtain and use energy to maintain life

A Metabolism = chemical reactions in the body
A Animals eat to obtain energy

A Plants use photosynthesis to obtain energy

A Asexual = single parent (cloning)

A Sexual = DNA from 2 different parents
